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When asked what impact her Queen’s MBA has had on
her life, Lee Wetherall replies, “It launched my career,
and forged life-long friendships – it was definitely a life-
changing experience.”

Recognizing that her Queen’s education had been a
springboard to career success, Lee and her husband,

Christopher Galbraith, BSc’83, PhD’89, Assistant Coach
of Queen’s Women’s Volleyball team (2005-07), joined
her classmates in giving back to their alma mater. The
pair recently made a leadership gift to help expand
Goodes Hall and create new scholarships for Queen’s
student athletes. The School of Business donation was
made as part of the MBA Class of ’82 reunion campaign,
which Lee is managing.

“My goal for our class gift is to raise more than the
$100,000 required to name a break-out room in the newwing
of Goodes Hall,” she says. “I’d like to see us play a part in
providing a wonderful facility for future MBA students.”

To date, almost one-third of that goal has been reached,
thanks to contributions from a handful of classmates.
One of Lee’s aims is to increase the class’ participation
to more accurately reflect the loyalty and spirit the
Class of MBA’82 has for the School.

Last year at about this time, MBA students
Karen Chung, Ken Chung (no relation), and
Elias Kanaan were ready to throw in the towel
on their class’s plans to attend the MBAGames
at the University of Alberta in Edmonton in
January. Today, the MBAClass of 2007 holds a
third-place ribbon and naming rights to a new
endowment to support future MBA class activities.

“Around May or June, we started looking for
sponsorship support,” remembers Karen, “but
after so many rejections, we had to decide
whether or not we could even attend the Games.”

Their white knight came in the form of the MBA
Class of ’98 that contributed $4,400 to jumpstart
the students’ fundraising efforts. The gift was
just the encouragement the games committee
needed. Within a few months, the class had
raised $40,000 – enough to send 23 students to
the national competition, with money to spare.

“As a class, we tossed around a few ideas of
what to do with the extra funds,” says Class
President Robert Wall. “We realized that what
really mattered wasn’t so muchwhat we did with
themoney, but that we would use it to provide the
same kind of opportunities the MBA Class of ’98
made possible for us.”

The news was music to the ears of
Christopher Dutcher, MBA’98, one of the

organizers behind the Class of ’98 endowment.
“I’m very pleased to hear that the Class of 2007
achieved the success they did and that we were
able to help them establish their own endowment.”

Among any number of class projects, the
Class of ‘07 endowment will support the MBA
Games, other competitions and conferences.
This is just the beginning, adds Robert. “Our
plan is to grow the fund over time through
annual gifts and reunion campaigns.”

And if a future class needs a leg up to theMBA
Games?

“We’ll be there to help,” he says.

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Don Robinson, CEO of Cara Operations Limited, says that
the best things in business and life are usually simple. And
the reason why Cara donated $500,000 to Queen’s School of
Business is simple: The two organizations share a similar
philosophy.

Cara is among the School’s most active recruiters, hiring
between eight and ten students each summer and a similar
number of new Commerce grads for full-time positions. These
positions are coveted by a student body aware of the
opportunities offered by this privately held, Canadian-owned
company best known for its branded restaurants Swiss Chalet,
Harvey’s, Kelsey’s, Montana’s Cookhouse and Milestones Bar
and Grill.

Its recent donation has raised the company’s profile at the
School even more, now that the Cara Lecture Theatre has pride
of place off the Atrium of Goodes Hall.

At a plaque unveiling in October, Don affirmed the company’s
deepening ties to the School. “Any investment we can make
to help the School achieve its vision of being one of the
world’s most innovative and influential business schools is
also an investment in our own corporate success,” he told the
assembled guests.
